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/WhatAre Growth Monitoring Charts?

Growth monitoring charts are maintained for all <6 year old children
enrolled in the anganwadi. These charts are like graphs for plotting the

child's weight against his/her age. There are plots already drawn for ‘normal

growth’; ‘slight malnourishment’ and 'severe malnourishment’, Ideally the
plot line for each child should be onorabove normal growth plot. If the plot
for the child is below the normal the plot it means the child’s growth is not
normal and the mother needs to be advised suitably. If the child’s growth
plot is nearing the plot for severe malnutrition or below it, then immediate
action has to be taken.

A sample of growth monitoring chart is shown here. There might be state
variations in the appearance of the chart but all growth monitoring charts
will have the basic component of child's age, weight and the standard
growth curvesagainstwhich the child’sgrowthneedstobe compared.
